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A Program Based on
Youth Needs

The most effective program is one
grounded on youth needs. With this
in mind, workshops were convened
with young people in all areas of
the West Bank and Gaza Strip to
identify these needs.
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Youth organized and hosted a day of entertainment for

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Understanding the Needs of the
Community

400 young Palestinians participated
in workshops to identify the most
urgent needs in their local
communities. A total of 3,000
citizens were surveyed across all
Palestinian governorates. This work
was successfully implemented by a
team consisting of 100 dedicating
young Palestinians.
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One group of youth hosted a day of entertainment for
children, while another visited child patients in the local
hospital, and a final distributed dates to worshippers

A series of workshops were
convened to enhance professional
capabilities and energize youth
through field and in-class trainings.
In total, 140 youth were trained in
fields ranging from survey research
and needs assessments to advocacy
and campaigns, public relations and
media promotion, and, finally,
technology.

“Guarantee Your Right...We
Register...We Decide” Campaign.
Through concerted efforts and
meticulous planning, this initiative
successfully registered 100,000
Palestinians in Gaza for future
elections.

Across all governorates in the West
Bank and Gaza, energetic
Palestinian youth launched 22 social
initiatives. By the conclusion of
these initiatives, 6,000 Palestinians
from across the West Bank and Gaza
had happily participated.

Trainings were organized with
dedicated youth, these sessions
consisted of instructing and
familiarizing participants with local
elections rules, as well as providing
them with election monitoring tools
for future work of their own.
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Youth hosted a day for local housewives, which included

entertaining activities and the distribution of gifts
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Increasing Self-Reliance

The majority of activities were
planned, facilitated, and implemented
through the efforts of local
institutions and political parties in an
effort to build strong cooperation and
community connections.
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Youth convened an Iftar dinner for needy families in
their community and distributed gifts to all in attendance
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Achieving Political and Social
Unity

In an effort to produce positive change
on a national level, aswell as local,
youth partnered to promote political
cohesion. Working in boththe West
Bank and Gaza Strip, youth groups

developed a unified electoral list,

consisting of individuals to run for the
next session of the National Youth

Legislative Council.
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The local youth group hosted 'Ramadan Ahla,' a day
devoted to entertainment and activities, particularly for
children with disabilities
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Communication Across
Generations

In an effort to supplement the
enthusiasm of youth groups with the
experience and vision of older
Palestinians, interviews and meetings
were conducted with knowledgeable
community members. This mutual
exchange of perspectives helped keep
programs inclusive and well-
managed.
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Youth hosted a day of entertainment for children of
prisoners and martyrs, complete with the distribution
of gifts
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The Use of Media and Technology

With the goal of empowering youth
and sharing community success
stories throughout Palestine, a media
and technology component was
included in the projects. Stories were
published in local newspapers, along
with pressreleases, while other
successes were shared through
electronic media likesocial
networking websites .
