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The Day After Series

About the series

* In light of the major transformations unfolding in Palestine after the ceasefire, there is a growing need to
understand public opinion and how it shapes future developments. AWRAD is launching a series of analytical
reports based on the latest public opinion surveys, providing scientific and objective insights into Gaza’s
political, social, and economic landscape.

* The first report focuses on the ceasefire agreement signed between Hamas and Israel on January 16, 2025.
Upcoming reports in the series will cover:

1. Humanitarian Conditions and Emergency Response

2. Governance and Administration in Gaza

3. Elections as a Path to Crisis Resolution
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Methodology

* AWRAD is pleased to present the findings of this survey, conducted between 24-26 January 2025. These results
represent the first report in the "Day After the Israeli War on Gaza" series, which examines Palestinian public
opinion on the ceasefire agreement, the credibility of its implementation, the role of key actors, and the support
provided by international and Palestinian entities during the war.

* A team of 30 expert researchers conducted face-to-face interviews using smart devices with 600 Palestinian
respondents across four governorates in Gaza, excluding North Gaza due to mass displacement.

* The sample was selected through a stratified cluster sampling design, using multiple data sources, including
OCHA reports, UNOSAT satellite imagery, and independent demographic estimates from Oxford University’s
"Gaza NowPop" project.

* Survey locations were chosen randomly, and respondents were selected using a random route method and the
Kish grid to ensure gender balance. The final sample was weighted based on
to ensure demographic accuracy.

* The response rate was 94%, and the margin of error for the midrange of the full sample is £4 points at a 95%
confidence interval.

* Please note that charts and graphs may not total 100% due to rounding. Base numbers are weighted.
